The survey is to gather information about young people’s attitudes and perceptions of themselves and young people their age. As a school we have agreed to contribute to the survey and hope that you will be happy for your child to be involved. The Department for Schools, Children and Families are also taking a keen interest in this work. 

The survey is primarily about gathering information on young people’s attitudes and perceptions to drugs, bullying, weapons and relationships. It is to be completed ‘on-line’ and in school time. The survey is anonymous and designed to ensure complete confidentiality.

Once the responses have been received data will be collated and used as part of the schools PSHE programme. It will be aimed at promoting positive attitudes and behaviour that the majority of young people choose, to lead happy and safe lifestyles.
